
CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS 
 

August 24, 2022 
 
 

 The City Council of the City of David City, Nebraska, met in open public session at 
7:00 p.m. in the meeting room of the City Office at 490 “E” Street, David City, Nebraska. The 
Public had been advised of the meeting by publication of notice in The Banner Press on 
August 18, 2022, and an affidavit of the publisher is on file in the office of the City Clerk. The 
Mayor and members of the City Council acknowledged advance notice of the meeting by 
signing the Agenda which is a part of these minutes. The advance notice to the Public, 
Mayor, and Council members conveyed the availability of the agenda, which was kept 
continuously current in the office of the City Clerk and was available for public inspection on 
the City’s website. No new items were added to the agenda during the twenty-four hours 
immediately prior to the opening of the Council meeting.  
 
 Present for the meeting were:  Mayor Alan Zavodny, Council members Pat 
Meysenburg, Tom Kobus, Bruce Meysenburg, Jessica Miller, Kevin Woita, City Attorney 
Jennifer Hiatt, and City Clerk-Treasurer Tami Comte.  Council member John Vandenberg 
was absent. 
 
 Also present for the meeting were: Water Department Employee Anthony Kobus, 
Special Projects Coordinator Dana Trowbridge, Cole Ratkovec with Ratkovec Construction, 
Kevin Havlovic and Brad Meusch with the Butler County Ag Society, Deputy City Clerk Lori 
Matchett, Banner-Press Correspondent Hannah Schrodt and Sheriff Tom Dion.   
 
 The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
 Mayor Alan Zavodny informed the public of the “Open Meetings Act” posted on the west 
wall of the meeting room and asked those present to please silence their cell phones.  He also 
reminded the public that if they speak tonight in front of the Council that they must state their 
name and address for the record.  
 
 Council member Jessica Miller made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 10, 
2022 City Council meeting as presented. Council Member Pat Meysenburg seconded the 
motion. The motion carried.

#10 for Garver, LLC in the amounts of $10,185.59, $4,189.21 and $1,040.95, respectively for 
the Airport Layout Plan Update. Council Member Bruce Meysenburg seconded the motion. The 
motion carried.

Mayor Zavodny stated that when the Friends of David City approached the Council 

regarding the project, the Council requested that they use rubber mulch and therefore he felt 
that the Council should contribute to the rubber mulch cost. 

 
Council member Bruce Meysenburg made a motion to approve contributing $7,500 for 

the rubber mulch at the Jaycee Park. Council Member Jessica Miller seconded the motion. The 
motion carried.

 Mayor Zavodny stated that the next item on the agenda was consideration of the Friends 
of David City plans for the Jaycee Park including a sidewalk, hydrant and electrical. 
 
 Deb Dinkelman, representative for the Friends of David City stated that they would like a 
sidewalk from the street to the shelter and they would also like a water hydrant.  She asked if 
the City crew could do the work for them to save some money. 
 
 Interim Administrator/City Clerk Tami Comte stated that the lineman are not electricians 
and therefore are not allowed to do electrical work and they would have to hire a licensed 
electrician. 
 
 Mayor Zavodny reminded the Friends of David City that the shelter would need an 
engineer’s stamp because of some things that have happened in the past. 
 
 Council member Bruce Meysenburg made a motion to approve the Friends of David City 
working with the City crew and the building inspector on sidewalks and a water hydrant. Council 
Member Jessica Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried.

He stated that in the design that Olsson had stated that they wanted 1P concrete to be 
used but Woita stated that 1P concrete is getting more difficult to find and that 1S concrete is 
what was used on the “S” Street turn lane project, and he would like to see 1S used on “O” 
Street.  Woita stated that the contractors bid the project with the 1S concrete. 
 
 Council member Kevin Woita made a motion to approve notifying Olsson to change the 
type of concrete to be used on the "O" Street Paving Project from 1 P to 1 S. Council Member 
Tom Kobus seconded the motion. The motion carried.

 Council member Kevin Woita stated that he found a pickup at Kobza Motors and he felt 
that it would be a good pickup for the Building Inspector but also for other departments to take 
to meetings.
