ORDINANCE NO. 1405
THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL

AN ORDINACE OF THE CITY OF DAVID CITY, NEBRASKA, ADOPTING THE
BUDGET STATEMENT TO BE TERMED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION BILL; TO

Based on the RFP, CTS proposes to perform six soil test borings to depths of 15

feet below the existing grade at the locations provided on the aerials. At the completion
of the fieldwork, samples collected in the field will be transported to the laboratory and
tested to determine select engineening properties that will be used mn our analysis. The
results of the fieldwork, laboratory testing, project information and ofher information will
be evaluated by a professional engineer fanuliar with the sotl conditions in the area and

presented in a report.

Items that will be addressed in the report will include our understanding of the
project information, fopographic and subsurface information, review of geologic and

Thiele Geotech, Ine. 15 pleased to submit our proposal for geotechnical exploration related to the referenced

project. The following sections detarl our inderstanding of the project, our proposed scope of services, and
the cost of the study. The confract terms are attached m Exhibit A. This proposal will be held open for a

period of 45 days from the above date.

FROJECT DESCRIPTION
Chr imderstanding of the project 15 based upon information provided by JEQ Consulting Group.

The project 15 still in the prelimmary stages of design. but 15 anticipated to consist of nstalling water main
lines in the northem extents of David City from the existing numicipal water tower to the new AGP soybean
processing facility. Construction of the water mam 15 anticipated to consist of approximately 18,000 lineal
feet of 16-inch PVC pipe with imvert depths ranging from 3 to 10 feet below existing grades. The pipe will
primarily be mstalled nsing cut and cover methods, with jack and bored installation anficipated where the
alignment crosses Highway 15 at 37 Road, the railroad track crossing on M Road, and the railroad track
crossing on 36 Road.

Based on previous experience m the area, the soils on the site are expected to consist of Peoria loess deposits
overlving older loess deposits in the upland areas of the site and allnvial deposits in the lower-lying drainage
areas of the site. The loess and allwium are assumed to be of firm and soft consistency, respectively.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Chr proposed geotechmeal exploration will consist of test bonngs to obtam geologic information and
samples of the site soils, laboratory tests to determine the relevant engineering properties of the various soil
strata, and a report of geotechmical engineering recommendations.

Prior to mobilization, we will contact Nebraska Cme-Call for public utility locates. Locations of private
utilities not identified as part of the public locate are the responsibility of the Crwner. Boring locations will
be modified as necessary to avoid utilities and'or areas of linited access.

Al work will be conducted on city or county property, within existing right-of-way, or within
easements if possible. We assume that permission to enter any private property will be acquired by JEO.

With the anficipated soil conditions and in accordance with the request for proposal, we propose to conduct
a total of six test borings. The bonngs will be widely spaced across the site and near the strategic locations
mdicated by JEO, with at least a single boring in proximuty to each bore pit location  Based on boring
depths of 15 feet. a total dnlling footage of up to 90 lineal feet 15 proposed. The borings will be sampled at
miervals of 3 feet or less and a descriptive log of the test bonngs will be prepared.  Shelby tube samples
will be followed by split-spoons at the bore pit locations. All borings will be backfilled with cuttings.

Based on the results of the fest bonngs, a laboratery testmg program will be established to evaluate the
engineering properties of the various soil strata. Laboratory testing may include moisture content and
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density determunations to characterize the state and wniformity of the deposits, unconfined compression
tests to deternune shear strength parameters, and index property tests for classification.

Chrr report will discuss the general so1l and grovmd water conditions inderlying the site, present the relevant
engineering properties of the existing soils, provide earthwork and site preparation recommendations, and
recommend design criteria and parameters for water main imstallation.

The proposed scope of services does not include an evaluation of potential contamination on or near the
site. If the environmental condifion of the property is a concem. an envirommental site assessment can be
provided as an additional service.

ESTIMATED COST & SCHEDULE

Based on the mdicated wotk scope, we propose a hunp sum fee of $6,930 for the geotechnical exploration
If additional wark is authonzed by the client due to imforeseen subsurface conditions or due to a change in
scope, additional dnlling, testing, and/or engineering will be provided at our normal fee schedule rates or
for an agreed lump sum fee.

Approximately § to 8 weeks flom your notice to proceed will be required to complete the study. The
schedule is somewhat dependent on weather, site access conditions, and other factors including the actual
subsurface conditions identified in the test bonings. If this proposad schedule does not meet your project
requirements, we would be happy to discuss altemate schedules.

ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Subsequent to completion of the geotechnical exploration report, additional services are often required that
are not meluded in the above estimate. These include consultation with the design team and review of the
final plans and specifications. Inaddition, constuction phase quality control testing is an additional service
not meluded in the above estimate. An environmental assessment. 1f requured, can also be performed as an
addifional semace. If we are requestad to provide addifional services ineluding. but not hmited to the above,
you will be billed in accordance with our normal fee schedule. We would be happy to provide cost estimates
for any additional services at your request.
